Joe called the meeting to order at 3:05 pm.  
1.  Welcome, Introductions, Announcements, and Changes 

· Members introduced themselves.

· Joe introduced Luke Tao to this Committee.  This was Luke’s first POI Committee Meeting.  Members welcomed him.
· Mark announced that he had to leave a little early today.
2.  Public Comment

No public comment.
3.  Approval of Minutes from 5/2/2011 (Action Item/vote)
Joe asked the group if there was any objection to approving the May Committee minutes. After hearing no objections, the May 2nd, 2011 minutes were approved by unanimous consent. 

4. Committee Business
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)

A few HPPC members provided a brief update on last month’s HPPC meeting which was on 5/12/11.  There was a presentation by Dara Geckeler on the next steps for Enhanced Comprehensive HIV Prevention Plan (ECHPP) 2.  Also, the Bylaws, Policies and Procedures Committee (BPPC) presented on their work and five motions were voted on and approved.  The new Attendance Policy will go into effect starting at the June Full Council Meeting.  This states that in order to be counted as present you must be at the meeting for at least 2.5 hours.

The next HPPC meeting is June 9th and will include an election for Community Co-chair.  
· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HHSPC)

Mark Molnar gave an update on HHSPC.  He reported that Celinda Cantu from Health Services gave a presentation to the Council.  He also mentioned that Co-Chair Seat (Person of Color Seat) nominations are open in HHSPC.  He announced that there will be a new POI member from HHSPC starting at next month’s meeting.  Her name is Liz Gatewood.  HPS staff will follow up with him to get her contact information.
Again, there is guarded optimism that the Stop Loss Funds will be restored and they hope to hear their grant award next month.  
· Process Evaluation (Information item)
Joe reported that seven surveys were returned.  Overall, people felt that the meeting went well.  The presentation was well-received.  These evaluations really help the co-chairs, HPS, and Harder+Co to make our meetings as efficient as possible.  Please continue to complete them after each meeting.
5.  Update on Data (Information item)
Aimee provided some context and reviewed what we’ve done so far and where we currently stand regarding the presentations on requested data.  
She said she is slowly compiling updated 2010 data with the help of the Epidemiology Section.  She has updated prevalence numbers and rates, but we still need updated AIDS mortality rates, HIV incidence, and unmet need data.   So, far, though, data has not changed much with the 2010 numbers.
There was a brief discussion of where we are going in terms of data and that we need to continue to be patient.

There was also mention that we lost an Epidemiology person who used to be on this Committee (Maree Kay).  Do we need to rethink whether or not to have another Epidemiology representative on POI?  HPS will follow up with Epidemiology Section on this issue.

6.  Addressing Health Disparities (Information item)
· Follow-up on presentation
Before this discussion, our guest (Israel Nieves-Rivera) asked if he could use public comment to ask a question and get some feedback from the group.  He was willing to wait until the end but the members let him proceed since he was there.  He wanted some feedback about the 30/30 (30 years of AIDS) campaign that’s being proposed.  He asked about the idea, theme and logo.  He will take back comments to the management team.
Last month, we heard a presentation from the Director of the African American Health Disparities Project.  He talked about health disparities in the African American community and the social determinants of health.  Aimee handed out a summary document titled “Highlights from Michael Huff’s Presentation – HIV Health Disparities in the African American Community”
After the presentation, the members didn’t have a chance to discuss what was heard.  There were a few recommendations that people talked about including: 

· Support projects that address the social determinants of health

· Support projects that provide a safe space for African Americans to obtain HIV prevention and care without feeling stigmatized and traumatized

· Coordinate services that address social determinants of health with health care in order to get people into primary care

· Bring services into testing sites that are considered to be safe spaces in the community    

Members took a few minutes to review the document.  Aimee reminded everyone that we’re not prioritizing anything today. This is an open discussion, to get everyone’s ideas on the table.  
Joe helped facilitate this discussion and used the following guiding questions:
· What do you think about these recommendations that were briefly proposed?  

· These ideas are fairly broad.  In what ways do you think social determinants of health can be addressed in conjunction with providing HIV prevention and care?

· Do you have other recommendations? 
Another question was raised regarding should we wait to discuss further until we get more information and data or do we have enough material now to begin making recommendations?

It seemed like the group agreed that while more data will be coming in, we do indeed have a good starting point to begin making recommendations.  We were reminded that the 2010 Plan includes recommendations from the African American MSM Action Plan and some decisions have already been made public regarding HIV-related funding in the new RFP.  
7.  Next Steps
· Harder + Co /HIV Prevention Section Follow-up

· The Committee Co-chairs will meet with Aimee and HPS staff to plan the July meeting.
· We will go back to our matrix and look at care – What are the current care & treatment resources addressing HIV related health disparities faced by African American men?  What are the gaps?  What else needs to be done to address HIV related health disparities in this population? 
· We are working with Dean and Celinda to gather information about care services and utilization to help us determine gaps.  

· HPS staff will follow up with HHSPC to get contact information for new member – Liz Gatewood.

· HPS will follow up with Epidemiology Section on the issue of having an Epidemiology representative on POI.
8.  Evaluation and Closing

Before closing, Vincent announced that he is helping to plan and organize an upcoming conference on African American Health Disparities (including HIV) on Friday, 6/10 and Friday, 6/17, and there may be information that would be helpful.

Joe reminded the members to fill out the process evaluations. He also pointed out that the July POI Meeting does not meet on the usual first Monday (July 4th) but instead will be meeting on Monday, July 11th from 3-5pm. The meeting was adjourned at 4:45 pm.
