Joe called the meeting to order at 3:04 pm.  
1.  Welcome, Introductions, Announcements, and Changes 

· Members went around the table and introduced themselves.
· Vincent announced that Grant is running late but will be at today’s meeting.

· Christopher Henley works with Joe at the Positive Resource Center as a Vocational Counselor.
· Joe welcomed Billie Jean Kanios to the POI Committee.  She has been a member of this Committee in the past but not for a few years.
· Jackson announced that there will be a HIV Prevention Town Hall Meeting tonight at the LGBT Center starting at 6:30 pm.

2.  Public Comment

No public comment.
3.  Approval of Minutes from 07/11/2011 (Action Item/vote)
Joe asked the group if there was any objection to approving the July Committee minutes. After hearing no objections, the July 11th, 2011 minutes were approved by unanimous consent. 

4.  Committee Business
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)

Joe provided a brief update on last month’s HPPC meeting which was on 07/14/11.  He reviewed the meeting’s agenda which included an election of Derrick Mapp as the At-Large Steering Committee Member, a presentation by Tracey Packer on the New System of HIV Prevention and a presentation on the Introduction of the 2012 CDC Cooperative Agreement by Dara Geckeler.  Vincent also reported that there will be special meetings held for HPPC members who are interested in learning more about the CDC’s Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA).  The Project STOREE Committee is presenting data on Gaps Analysis at the next full Council meeting which will be on Thursday, August 11th.
· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HHSPC)

Laura Thomas gave an update on HHSPC.  She reported that at the last CARE Council meeting there was an epidemiological update from the Epi Section, an ARIES System update as well as an update on data from both Santa Clara and Marin Counties who are part of their jurisdiction (EMA).  Laura mentioned that they have received an award letter from CDC for Ryan White funds, although the exact amount is still to be determined.  Overall, they will have less than a 5% decrease from last year.
· Process Evaluation (Information item)
Aimee reported that eight surveys were returned.  She stressed that the co-chairs, HPS and herself look at the process evaluations very closely, and take a lot time to discuss areas that we need to improve, and that people have questions about.  People felt that the last meeting went well.  While there were some questions about the data that was presented, people felt that we had good discussions.

Please continue to complete them after each meeting as it really helps the co-chairs, consultant and staff plan accordingly.
5.  Goals and Objectives for today’s meeting (Information item)
Aimee facilitated this item. She said that today, we will discuss possible recommendations that were presented last month, flesh them out, and decide which ones to move forward.  Our goal for this meeting is to vote on the recommendations.   Second, we will also have a chance to discuss additional possible recommendations. 

6.  Presentation and Discussion on the Human Rights Commission Anti-Discrimination Measure (Information item/Action item/Possible vote)
Aimee introduced this item by reminding us that last month, one of the recommendations that were brought forward was for the Councils to support or endorse the Human Rights Commission (HRC) proposed policy to protect individuals with criminal backgrounds from housing and employment discrimination. 

This recommendation came out of our discussions about thinking more upstream in regards to addressing HIV health disparities.  We know that incarceration, lack of housing, and unemployment all play a role in health disparities.  What can the Councils do to address this on a more macro level?  
Laura then pointed us to the letter of support written by the Care Council (HHSPC) to the Mayor and Board of Supervisors endorsing the HRC’s changes to the policy that will prohibit discrimination against people with past criminal histories in public employment and housing.  An endorsement from POI (therefore by HPPC) would look similar – a letter written on HPPC letterhead containing similar language with Co-chair’s signatures.

After some discussion, a motion was made to write a letter of support (similar to Care’s letter) endorsing HRC’s anti-discrimination effort.  This motion was seconded and approved by the following roll call vote:

7.  Review draft Recommendations for HIV-Related Health Disparities for African Americans (Action item/vote)
Aimee pointed everyone to the draft document titled “Possible Recommendations for Addressing HIV Health Disparities in the African American Community.”  First, Aimee walked us through the entire document – reviewing each of the four recommendations and going through them one-by-one.  Then, we went back and discussed each one in more detail before bringing forward for a possible vote and approval.
I.  Provide healthcare & HIV testing in workforce/educational development program settings
          
This recommendation came out of discussions with Michael Huff about integrating HIV testing and         
health care within community-based programs such as workforce development programs.   It aims 
to increase HIV testing in the community and address unemployment issues.  
There was a rich discussion among members on this first recommendation including concerns regarding definition of terms, clarification of meaning and some additions and deletions were suggested.  After some additional comments, Aimee recapped what was said and incorporated some of the rewording changes.  Aimee has the revised language of this recommendation.  There was a motion by Jackson and a second by Derrick to approve this recommendation (with Aimee’s edits).  This recommendation was approved by the following roll call vote:

II. Develop an overview of the entire system of HIV prevention and care in San Francisco  


This recommendation evolved from the committee’s need for data and information

from non-DPH funded providers.  We realized that there really isn’t a comprehensive picture of the 
entire system of HIV prevention and care.  How can we learn about what other providers are doing to 
address HIV-health disparities in the community?  
Again, after Aimee presented this recommendation the members made some suggestions on how to flesh out this a bit more.  What is the scope of this recommendation and what would it entail? Is this realistic given the current state of resources?  Provide more guidance to HPS.  Generally, the members are supportive of this recommendation, but it needs more tweaking and discussion next month.  The group decided to table this recommendation for now.  Aimee will create a revised draft based on today’s feedback and input and send out to members prior to the next Committee meeting on 9/12/11.

III. Support the Human Rights Commission’s Policy to Protect Formerly Incarcerated Individuals from Discrimination


An important part of addressing HIV disparities is considering social determinants of health such as 
unemployment, incarceration, and housing.  This recommendation came out of the committee’s 
interest in crafting recommendations that are upstream and macro.
This recommendation has already been discussed, voted on and approved.  We covered this in item number six.  See above (#6) for details on discussion and voting results.
IV. Address issues around Access to HIV Testing


One of the committee’s most intense discussions was around access to HIV testing for individuals 
who may not meet the criteria for a behavioral risk population.

The members only had a few minutes to begin talking about this recommendation. We will roll this item over and continue to discuss at next month’s meeting.
