1.  Welcome, Introductions, Announcements, and Changes 

· Vincent announced that since both co-chairs (Joe and Ken) were going to be absent today, he would take the lead in facilitating the meeting along with other staff.
· Vincent mentioned that Derrick, Maritza and Billie Jean will be absent and that Grant is running late but will be at today’s meeting.
· Members went around the table and introduced themselves.
· Mark announced that on Friday, October 7th there will be HAPN meeting where there will be a discussion on Health Care Reform and how it will roll out locally.
2.  Public Comment

No public comment.
3.  Approval of Minutes from 08/01/2011 (Action Item/vote)
Vincent asked the group if there was any objection to approving the August Committee minutes. After hearing no objections, the August 1st, 2011 minutes were approved by unanimous consent. 

4.  Committee Business
· Report from HIV Health Services Planning Council (HHSPC)

Mark provided an update on the Allocation Summit which took place recently.  He mentioned that it was divided into two parts – resource allocation and service category.
· Report from HIV Prevention Planning Council (HPPC)
Stefan mentioned that at the last HPPC meeting on 9/8 there was a presentation on PrEP by Stephanie Cohen (Medical Director of City Clinic).  He said that this demonstration project will begin in early 2012 and will be run through City Clinic.  There was also a discussion of the future of Community Planning at last week’s Council meeting and some clarification around the new HIV Testing Policy as described in the new RFP.
· Update on HPPC Letter of Support for Anti-Discrimination Measure 

Vincent updated the group on the status of this letter, saying it had been signed by Steering and will now go to the Mayor and Board of Supervisors.  He thanked Jackson for taking the lead in writing the letter.
· Process Evaluation (Information item)
Aimee reported that eleven surveys were received.  People felt that our last meeting went really well. Some of the words used to describe the meeting were “lively”, “productive”, and “focused”.    Again, we will continue to improve upon each meeting, making sure that everyone is on the same page and that the meetings are productive.  So, please be sure to complete the evaluations as it really helps us plan.  
5.  Goals and Objectives for today’s meeting (Information item)
Aimee facilitated this item. She said that today, we will quickly review the recommendations that we voted on last month to make sure that the edits from last month’s discussions were reflected accurately.  We will also vote on three of the recommendations, two of which we will be discussing in full today.   Our goal for this meeting is to vote on the recommendations.   Second, we will also have a chance to discuss additional possible recommendations.  Third, we will review a draft of the committee’s year-end presentation before Steering takes a look at it next week, and last, we will have a chance to help plan next month’s Joint Council Meeting.
